If the HDMI device (AV receiver, TV) is not
compatible with compressed formats (Dolby
Digital, DTS}, the audio signal outputs as PCM.

Regular DVDs do not have BONUSVIEW audio
and Navigation Sound Effects.

Some Blu-ray Discs do not have BONUSVIEW
audio and Navigation Sound Effects.

If you play MPEG audio soundiracks, the audio
signal outputs as PCM regardless of your
Digital Output selections (PCM or Bitstream).

If your TV is not compatible with compressed
multi-channel formats (Dolby Digital, DTS), the
player may output PCM 2ch downmixed audio
even though you selected Bitstream (gither Re-
encoded or Unprocessed) in the setup menu.

* Auto : Automatically controls the dynamic

Also turns dynamic range control on for
Dolby Digital and Dolby Digital Plus.
